Models for stage-designs, drawings and illustrations, photographs, illustrated

books and a wide selection of audio-visual material will also be on view. During the course of the exhibition, the specifically designed set will also be used for a performance

series as well as public debates.
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The renowned theatre set designer, art director and costume designer Setsu Asakura was born in
Tokyo in 1922. In 1970, she received a grant from the Rockfeller Foundation to study stage design in
New York. Since then she has continued working on the international circuit, and in the process gar-
nered herself a reputation as a world-class theatre set designer. Notable among the numerous awards
she has received throughout her lengthy career are: The Japan Academy Prize for Excellent Design
for Demon Island (1982) . National Arts Festival Grand Prize (1985) . The Medal with Purple Rib-
bon. The Japan Academy Prize for Excellent Design for Crane (1987) . Yomiuri Theatre Award for
Excellent Staff (1995). Asakura was designated as a Person of Cultural Merit in 2006.
